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Since going to press, a note about the two flat bronze axes from
Nairnshire (No. 3 in table on p. 127) appeared in the Nairnshire Telegraph
of 5th June 1923, amplifying the information regarding their discovery
which I was able to give in recording them in the Proceedings, vol. Ivi.
p. 358. The axes were found, one lying on the top of the other, about
14 inches below the surface, almost due south of and near a square stone
coffin without a lid, within the precincts of the old Kirk of Barevan,
near Cawdor, Nairnshire. The stone cist still survives.

With regard to the hoard of broken bronze swords and other objects
found in Duddingston Loch, on p, 364 of the same volume of Proceedings,
I stated that the three sword fragments presented to Sir Walter Scott
could not be found at Abbotsford and evidently had been lost. A further
search by Mr James Curie has resulted in the discovery of one of these
fragments—the point portion of a sword,
