NOTICE OF THE RECENT DISCOVERY OF SEVERAL FINE BRONZE SWORDS,

AND OTHER BRONZE RELICS, IN FORFARSHIRE. BY THE SECRETARY.
A notice of the recent discovery of several bronze leaf-shaped swords, and

other relics, found on
the lands of Cauld-
hame, the property of
Lord Panmure, near
Brechin, Forfarshire,
was communicated.
The swords, which
are four in number, are unusually large and fine examples. A spear-head
found with them, is one of the largest examples hitherto discovered in Scot-
land. But the most novel feature is the bronze end of the scabbard of one of
the swords, engraver! here, a relic believed to be unique.
