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archaeological evaluation from 4 to 9 October 2010, 
undertaken by Glasgow University Archaeological 
Research Division, in order to inform land 
management plans (MacGregor, Becket & Sneddon 
2010a).

2. INTRODUCTION

Inspection of machine-dug planting mounds at 
North Barr River, Morvern, for broadleaf trees in 
a previously afforested area of conifer plantation 
yielded struck flint and other pieces which 
indicated the presence of a prehistoric site.
